Then from the east end of that
project to the railroad crossing at Harrison. The project then begins again at
Washington to Main, and then the final piece will be from Frey to Hickory. We
received 1 bid which was from Venture Corporation. Staff has reviewed the bid



and is recommending the base bid and add alternate totaling $1,490,434.50.
