5. Quail Cove Rezoning: Housing Opportunities, Inc. (HOI) has an option to
purchase certain real estate from Pamela Lewis, who has joined in the request
to rezone the real estate from R-3 (multi-family residential) to PUD (Planned Unit
Development). This matter was considered at the January 26, 2021 Planning
Commission meeting and voted to recommend to the City Council to adopt the
findings of fact prepared by the City Staff and approve the rezoning from R-3
(multi-family) to PUD (Planned Unit Development). The Planning Commission
further recommended that the City develop and follow an effective maintenance
plan for the drainage ditch carrying the water to the north and that HOI address
the safety concerns about the ponds to be located on HOI's real estate. Since
the hearing, the Director of Public Works has development a “Quail Cove Ditch
Maintenance Plan”, a copy is attached and HOI modified its Development Plan
to include a six feet tall chain link fence around the detention ponds. City
