6. CDBG Award: The City was recently notified by Department of Commerce that
we were awarded a $600,000 community development block grant (CDBG) to
help fund improvements to an approximately 13 block section of Broadway
between Polk & Morton Streets and the reconstruction of the intersection at 19th
& Harrison. The grant does require a local match for the project which is
projected to be $692,800. However, we anticipate the actual amount being less
as city staff will handle construction inspections. City Administrator Kendal

7. Turf Project: At the February 16" work session, the city council heard a
presentation regarding a collaboration between the City, USD 428 & Great Bend
Recreation Commission to install artificial turf on the infields & bullpens of the 4
sports complex fields & Langrehr field.
