2. Interim Administrators Update: Interim City Administrator Logan Burns presented an
update on what is happening within the City organization.

3. Economic Development Report: Economic Development Inc. President Sara
Arnberger presented her monthly report.

Mr. Soupiset made a motion to approve Resolutions 050123A-H. Ms. Towns
seconded the motion and passed with all voting in favor.

5. Zarah Apartments: Dominic Eck with Gilmore Bell presented a request for a Rural
Housing Incentive District (RHID) Resolution and an Industrial Revenue Bond (IRB)
Resolution of intent for the Zarah Apartments. Mr. Urban made a motion to approve
Resolution 050123-I, making certain findings and determinations as to the need for
housing within the City of Great Bend, KS and setting forth the legal description of real
property proposed to be designated as a RHID. The motion was seconded by Mr.
Soupiset and passed by a vote of 6-1, with Ms. Krom-Craven voting against. Mr.
Soupiset made a motion to approve Resolution 050123-J, determining the advisability
of issuing taxable industrial revenue bonds for the purpose of financing the acquisition,
construction, renovation, furnishing, and equipping of a multifamily housing facility
located in the City, and authorizing execution of related documents. The motion was
seconded by Ms. Biggs and passed by a vote of 6-1, with Ms. Krom-Craven voting
against.

6. Appointment of City Administrator: Mayor Schmidt recommended the appointment
of Brandon Anderson for City Administrator. A motion to consent to Mayor Schmidt’s
appointment of Brandon Anderson as the City Administrator was made by Ms. Biggs.
The motion was seconded by Mr. Urban with 6 voting in favor and Ms. Krom-Craven
voting against.

7. Executive Session: An executive session has been requested to discuss information
deemed privileged in the attorney-client relation. The executive session shall include
the Governing Body, the Interim City Administrator, the City Attorney, and the newly
appointed City Administrator Brandon Anderson. Mr. Moeder made a motion to recess
into executive session for a period of 20 minutes to seek legal advice concerning
contract matters pursuant to K.S.A. 75-4319(b)(2), consultation with an attorney for the
body which would be deemed privileged in the attorney-client relationship. The motion
was seconded by Ms. Biggs and passed with all voting in favor. The regular meeting will
resume at 7:30p.m. The regular meeting resumed at 7:30p.m. No action was taken.
